Safety and Technical Officer
Martin Moroney

His major claim to fame is that he
and another British pilot, Nigel
Tasker, were single-handedly
responsible for developing the rules
and format for the modern World
Championships, including many of
the tasks that are now flown, the
observer system and the markers
used for scoring tasks. People have
now either forgotten or forgiven him
for these transgressions.

Martin has been director of many
major balloon events including
Canberra, Martis, the Hamilton Fiesta
in New Zealand, and the National
Championships.

Over the years Martin has flown
gliders, helicopters, balloons, fixed
wing, and paragliders. Despite this,
he is afraid of butterflies.

Not one to dwell on the past,
nowadays he has a Class IV
commercial licence and flies large
passenger balloons out of Camden
mainly at the weekends. He is also
an instructor.

In the position of Safety and
Technical Officer for the Club his
mission is to provide pilots and crews
the opportunity to learn from each
other and thereby promote better
safety practices - and more enjoyable
ballooning.

He says that "experience is a great
teacher, but the lessons come very
expensive.

At the same time, there
are always new and better ways and
systems for doing things, and
everybody can make a contribution
with their ideas.

After much debate and intense discussion by the members attending, the outcomes of
the meeting were as follows:

A motion to accept the financial reports of the Club was carried unanimously subject
to a majority plebiscite of members, and;

A motion to declare the SGM of Saturday 20 October 2007 invalid was defeated by
a vote of 28 against 5.

All the motions the Club Committee proposed to change the Club Rules of Association
were carried unanimously. In summary, the changes are as follows:

Confirmed the change of the Club year to be from 1 July to 30 June as previously
carried by a vote but in doubt because it had not been registered with the Registrar
General’s Office;

Confirmed the changes to the duties of the Safety and Technical Officer as
previously carried by a vote but in doubt because it had not been registered with the
Registrar General's Office;

Change to the required majority to be three quarters of the members voting to pass
a resolution at a SGM;

Changes to require cheques to be signed by any two committee members
authorised to sign by the committee;

Change to require the Club's common seal to be kept in the custody of the
Secretary and used when approved by the committee;

Change to allow members to vote by proxy at SGMs, and;
Change to allow committee meetings to be conducted electronically.

These changes to the Rules of Association were lodged with the ACT Registrar
Generals Office on Friday 21 December 2007 and are now formally part of the Club's
Rules of Association.
